Rudy thanked Michelle Goodrich for her years of service to the League.  She has been a true asset to our league and we appreciate all she has done for Soccer through GLCSL.

Nan distributed the Spring 2006 Season Overview to all clubs present.  Rudy highlighted some of the dates including:

Monthly meeting – Team commitments and fee due – NO LATE ENTIRES ACCEPTED!

· 3/15
No meeting – team rosters and risk management applications are due to Nan.  Updated directions are due to the Web Master.

· 3/29
Meeting in lieu of an April meeting because of Spring Break

· 4/7
No meeting – final team rosters and fees due NO LATE INFORMATION ACCEPTED!  All forms and fees can be submitted early.  The dates listed above are the deadlines.

Nan addressed the league and issues concerning Risk Management.  All club present received a current list of coaches who have risk management numbers.  Areas highlighted on the list indicate an issue that needs to be taken care of such as a card that has expired or soon to expire.  This also includes information that is still needed.  Coaches that do not have risk management numbers will not be allowed to coach or included on the official rosters.  

Please review these sheets and get corrected information back to Nan as soon as you can.

New applications can be sent directly to Nan and she will keep a record of application and await information from the State.  We know their has been some concerns with the time it takes to get the correct information but if Nan keeps all the records, they can be addressed uniformly.

Applications for Risk Management must include all Board members of the local Clubs.

Open Issues:

Sue indicated a desire to create several appendix’s to our current by-laws that deal with a variety of issues including monetary issues, forms, rules for the various age groups that are specific to our league, and committees.  This will be worked on during the upcoming season and presented to the league at a future meeting for approval.

Michelle (thank you for sticking around!) will be working on getting information posted on the web including a packet that will assist Club Representatives (especially the new ones) with completing all the requirements that the league has as well as the State.  This will be designed to house all information necessary for each season and easily updated.  Again this will be brought before the league and approval requested.
Questions raised on whether “in house” teams such as U6 or U8 that only play within a club are covered by insurance.  They are not covered by the league insurance unless they are registered within the league.  Some clubs reported they take out their own insurance on these team or that the schools insurance covers play on their fields.
