Open Issues:

Web Master Needed:  Greg’s job demands continue to mount and he has requested someone to take over as web master.  Several Reps showed an interest.  Let Steve know if you would be willing to take this on.
Lakeshore United Club has joined up with the Fire.  This could have an impact on our league and directions we take.  More information will be available at the next meeting.  Just something to think about!
U-12 teams will be moving to 8v8 play this fall.
White Lake is still hoping to host a new ref. certification clinic this winter.  They have had trouble getting a hold of the trainer.  Fruitport’s clinic has moved to a larger location so more registrations can be accepted.  Call Dennis LeBoeuf.  This clinic was held the weekend of 3/4-6.   
PDL (Professional Development League) Women’s division WILL be playing in the Muskegon area this year moving from Holland.  

Information on the TOPS program was shared.  Information meetings will be held in 3 locations around Muskegon on March 15, 22, and 29.  Call Leon Tabler at 773-2530 fro additional information.
Off sides and U10.  It was decided that off sides should be taught but they will not be called at this level.

A request was made to consider having U16 Boys teams in the fall to accommodate schools who don’t have JV teams. Ref fees were discussed and it was decided that our current guidelines are the minimum for fees.  Clubs have been give the right to adjust UP if that is felt necessary to secure refs in their area.

BYE dates were discussed and it was shared that this game dates are not “carved in stone” rather just randomly selected towards the middle of the season to accommodate reschedules.  Rescheduling should be done between the teams and not through Sue.
