Announcements:

The Director of Coaching from The State would like to come to West Michigan late summer or early fall and is prepared to offer two clinics for coaches of our younger groups.  Once clinic for U6 – U8 coaches and one for U10 – U12 coaches.  This would be offered at two separate fields and times for all clubs.  This will be discussed again at the March 29th meeting.  It was mentioned that a time just before or just after Labor Day would be best as Clubs would have teams and coaches identified.
Lakers hosted a Ref. Clinic this past weekend.  It was mentioned that all went very well and about 32 new refs were certified.
March 15 is the last date to register players.  Rosters must be either delivered to or mailed to Nan.  It was suggested that you send this by certified mail to insure delivery.
GLCSL has money in a CD that has continually rolled over.  Craig Collins recommended that we place the money in a 9 month CD offer at 4.69% at this time allowing us more time to research options.  All Clubs present gave consent.
Risk Management cards are to be issued to all COACHES / BOARD MEMBERS / FIELD REP / ETC… Anyone that comes into contact with the kids playing soccer!  A bylaw will be adopted by the league to sanction clubs who do not comply to this requirement.  Registration can be done on line or by mail.  There is no cost involved.

Field Locations – Please be sure Nan has current information on addresses of all field currently used by your club for games and practices.  This is for insurance purposes.

Open Issues:

Michelle is working on getting information posted on the web including a packet that will assist Club Representatives (especially the new ones) with completing all the requirements that the league has as well as the State.  She will be seeking approval to change our by laws so that requirements that change, such as field size, team size, and ref fee schedules are removed from the bylaws and placed on a “Schedule page”.  This recommendation comes so that bylaws will not have to be changed in order to update a schedule.  
Questions on U12 going to small sided games raised.  Impact of a smaller sided games and its affect on the quality of play should be seen this spring and fall at the premier and select level with its U13 teams playing 11V11 for the first time.
Manistee requested information on options for a select program for H.S. Players in the spring season.  Issues have come up and this was tabled until the next meeting.

Steve has sent out his current list of Club Officers and needs for each club to review and return updates to him.  Only 4 clubs have responded with changes.  The new list will be available at the March 29th meeting and will be considered current at that time.
