Meeting called to order 7:05 p.m.

Minutes were found on line and were sent to each club rep. by Steve.  Motion to approve – CARRIED

Treasurer Report:  Craig Collins reported that the dollar figures for the league savings were available.  

The CD that was maturing last month has been rolled over into one at a higher interest rate.

Announcements: 
Rudy announced that we will be able to host a coaching clinic in either late July or early August.  Clubs need to check on site availability if they would like to host.  It is recommended that a gymnasium be available as a backup if the weather does not cooperate.

Rule changes announced at the State AGM meeting.  

1. Player benches will be placed on opposite sides of the field and fans can behind their own bench.  This rule will only apply if the hosting site has room on both sides of the field for fans.  

2. Max size of roster for U16 and U19 teams set at 22 players.

3. A substitution on the field is changed to more like the high school rule.  If both teams present at a stoppage of play than both teams may substitute.  If only one team present, they may only substitute on their possession.  Their shall be no substitutions on a corner kick.

4. Yellow card – A coach may opt to substitute for a player that receives a yellow card, but it is not mandatory.  It should create a cooling off period.  The player does not have to sit out 10 minutes.

5. These new rules should be on the web at US Soccer or MSYSA  (hopefully soon).

Hopefully Foundation grant money through the state association  will be available for New field construction and New equipment.

The level of coaching and the level of skill that the players are showing throughout the state is going up and Referees are being encouraged  to step up and raise their level also.

Risk Management: All coaches need a risk management card.  On the form make sure that the league name is Great Lakes Co- Ed Soccer League and not just Great Lakes Soccer.  This mistake is causing our cards to be delivered to the other side of the state.

Select Leagues: Tri City, Kalamazoo, Holland, Ludington and other clubs are showing an interest in forming a select league under our umbrella.  A goal of this fall to form this league has been established.  It was recommended from the floor that we hold the meetings back to back with ours because of the interest from our clubs.  

A question arose as whether our league would help write the by-laws so we could limit the amount of poaching players that are not ready to play at a higher level.

Tournament Site Selection:  Site selections were made.  Thank you to all clubs that stepped up to host this season.  Sailors and Ludington both offered to host the U19 tournament.  A vote was held to determine the host site.  Sailors will host on a roll call vote of:

 8 votes for Sailors 

7 votes for Ludington.

A motion was made to be able to schedule and play Tournament games on Sunday afternoons if both teams agree to play.  The motion carried on a vote of 12 to 6.

Rudy made it clear that no pressure should be put on teams to play on Sunday, due to personal or other reasons.  Please indicate on team commitment forms, which teams would play on Sundays.

Another motion was made for teams to be able to schedule a bye game or a rescheduled game on any day of the week including Sundays and holidays, if both teams mutually agree upon it.  Motion to approve – CARRIED.

New Business: 

 OV has a Middle school team that will be looking for teams to scrimmage.  Any U15 teams that are interested please contact Craig Collins.

If this team does scrimmage they need to be registered with the league for insurance purposes.  They would then be eligible to play in the Tournament. 

All new referees should have their patches.  I.D. cards should be mailed soon.

North Muskegon asked if a team could play more than one game per day.  Rudy will check with the state.

A player can only be registered with one team per season.
