Meeting called to order 7:03 p.m.

Minutes were found on line as of 10/5 and were sent to each club rep. by Steve.  Motion to approve with the conditions they would be reviewed again at the next meeting. – CARRIED

Announcements:  
· NEW Ref Classes will be held Dec 7. 8. and 9.  Registration will be on line and limited to the first 40 registered.  Location will be at Herman Miller in Spring Lake.  We will have a confirmation after Oct. 21 so watch the web site for more information.
· Risk Management information needs to be confirmed to Nan.  As of now, she only has about 2/3 of the coaches confirmed with numbers.  Rudy will see if he can get a master list showing who is on and who is not at the next state meeting.
· Coaching Director with MSYSA has received a list of coaches from Nan and will be making contact to assist development at the rec. level.  All clubs are strongly encouraged to take advantage of this and should be sure to make contact with them if they leave messages.
· Tournament schedules were distributed by Sue.

· Invoices were distributed by Michelle with refund checks where applicable.  If your club owes money, please submit ASAP.

Tournament Committee – the committee has met and presented a list of guidelines to be followed during the tournament season.  It was noted that hosting sites need to download the Game Reports found on line and should be used at every game by the center ref.  This keeps record of the game and any misconducts and cards.  If cards are issued, the report must be given to the site director and then sent to the league V.P.  

Below is a summary of the guidelines.
· The field director is considered the “fourth ref.”  The following items apply:
· Center official must be advised of any misconduct occurring during the game (at stoppage time).

· Warn any coach or spectator if abusive or negative comments are made before, during or after the game.  If a second offense occurs, then the person (fan or coach) will be told to leave the complex.  If the person does not leave, the game will be on hold until they do or the game will be forfeited by the team which the person represents.

· Check in all players and coaches prior to EACH game.  The center ref can assist with this if there are multiple fields at the hosting site.

· The fourth official must show impartiality before, during, and after the game.  The league will not accept any favoritism by the director.  This also applies to the referees.
· Must report all scores and cards that are issued to the league scorekeeper within 48 hours.  (This season it is Steve – smull@fremont.net or 231-924-8087 or 231-519-0529).

· Must report ALL cards given to any player or coach to the league scorekeeper which will pass it on to the league V.P. or President.  This should include the report of what happened for each card and should be reported the same day as issued, if at all possible.
· Site director is to call all forfeits – center ref cannot.  The site director is also the one to call game delays and shortened game time for teams causing these delays.

· The site director cannot be a coach, center ref, or assistant ref during that game.

· Hand shakes will take place prior to the start of the game.

· Hosting sites must post results at the site.

Open Issues
The North Muskegon Club’s board was present and requested reconsideration of the decision to exclude NM from the season tournaments.  Rudy presented a timeline of events and a history of why deadlines were made.  It is with sincere regret that 3 clubs within our league will be excluded from tournament play because of failure to submit commitment forms after multiple contact attempts and the deadline being missed even with a 9 day grace period.
U-10 Questions – Substitutions in play can be done by both teams when there is a stoppage in play.  Stoppage of play does not include fouls.  It does include goal kicks and throw-ins.  Throw-ins are given one attempt.  If the ball doesn’t go in then it is considered a re-do.
