· Congratulations given to Ravenna for the job well done hosting one of the U10 divisions.  Many compliments received.

· “Blind” emails have been received with complaints and issues and it is the position of the board that these emails will not be addressed with out proper identification from the sending party.

· Laketon reported on finals stating 18 games and 99.9% showed excellent fan participation.  Very positive comments for all hosting sites as well.

· Questions were raised regarding teams that forfeit and how it affects the tournaments.  Perspectives were given from coaches, parents, and clubs.

· Sanctions have been imposed in the past to clubs who have had teams forfeit out for whatever reason and this will be imposed again this season.  Three clubs, O.V., Hart, and Ludington had situations arise where teams had to pull out after commitments and schedules were made.  In the past, a $250.00 performance bond was issued for 1 year which would be returned if no incidents occurred within that year.

Open Issues

Dave Holmberg addressed the league with the situation that occurred this season which prevented his club, North Muskegon, from participating in the tournaments.  He shared a series of correspondents with Sue and suggested changes to our current policy that could prevent this from occurring again.
