New Business:

Kohls’ Tournament

More participation is being asked of our clubs to keep this going as well as growing.  This could lead to the sanctioning of our own competitive tournament.  We need to be able to prove to the State that we can host and operate a tournament.

By Laws

Thanks given to Dough Prim for his efforts in preparing the By-Laws for review after revision.  They were emailed to all the club reps and asked to review them prior to the February meeting.  Read – highlight – question and be ready to discuss.  Some items need to be discussed further.
Ref Clinics

Both the Sailors Soccer Club and the Fremont Soccer Club will be hosting a referee certification clinic this winter.  Sailors’ will be held on February 9, and Fremont will host on March 8.  Both sites will host a one day certification clinic.  Cost will be $50.00 plus $10.00 for lunch.  Limited to 40 participants each.  Currently we are working with Just For Kicks to develop a “Starter Kit” for new refs that would include “official gear” to get a new ref started.

Ref Complaints:

Currently, a game report is being composed that will be issued to all clubs via email that should be used this Spring for all games.  Games will be numbered by the Scheduler and reports should be maintained and kept by the Clubs.  This needs to be done to maintain consistency within the bylaws especially when reporting cards that were issued.  Reports are to be collected by the site director.  Copies can be issued to the League by sending them to Steve.  Any time a red card is issued, the league should be notified via the game report.

An evaluation team of seasoned refs will be developed to help rate refs used within our league.  Rating will consist of; professional appearance, confidence level, professional attitude and behavior, and interaction with players, fans, site directors, etc.  Professional assessors are expensive and hard to find.  Cost to offer this will have to be shared by the clubs.  This will be discussed and voted on next month.

Open Issues:


Season overview was discussed and revisions made due to several conflicts in the calendar that have presented themselves this season including season extending past the school calendar.  It was agreed upon that 

· Te Tournament Finals will not extend past June 7th,
· Play Memorial Weekend unless noted on schedule request,

· Play week of Spring Break,

· Schedule one weekday game to make up for a game scheduled on the weekend is easier to be done between the clubs verses the scheduler in order to avoid all the conflicts.

Bonds and fines will be issued next month from the two previous tournament seasons along with fines for unexcused absences from monthly meetings.

Issue brought up to revisit the small sided field play for U12 teams as well as minimum and maximum size of teams.  This will be discussed in March for the Fall Season.
