New Business:

GLCSL has agreed to host the Kohls’ tournament and it has been scheduled for the same weekend as our league tournament finals – June 7 & 8.  The Kohls’ tournament will host divisions in both boys and girls U10 – U14.  Discussion was held on resolving the scheduling conflict

By Laws

By-Laws’ revisions were discussed and several issues were raised with some revisions suggested.
· Rule 9 – section 4, item 3.  Change Secretary to Registrar.
· U10 change in game playing time from 2-30 min. halves to 2-25 min. halves

· Rule 4 – section 10, change wording to indicate minimum play to one half of each half.
· Rule 4 – section 1, item 3, clarification on the coaches area needs to indicate the inclusion of a coaching box.

· By Laws for both U8 and U10 needs to be added.  MOTION: Motion made to delay adding this bylaw for clarification.  CARRIED

Ref Clinics

Sailors Soccer Club hosted February 9 and all went well.  The Fremont Soccer Club will be hosting a referee certification clinic this weekend, March 8.  The class is full with 90 participants.  Fruitport may host a third clinic if the need is there and Mike Wint will consent to this.  
Game Reports:

Doug Prim shared copies of 3 templates to be used this season.  All should be used by Clubs hosting games this spring season.  The forms are;

1. Game Report – this is a summary of all games played on a given day at a hosting field.  Kept on file by the hosting club.

2. Uncertified/2 Man System Report – to be used when any uncertified refs are used for any games or a 2 man system is used in place of the required 3 man system per age group specifications.  Kept at the hosting site by league President is notified.

3. Individual Game report – this is to be used with an individual game when a red or yellow card is issued.  League President is notified.  

Ref Assessment:

An evaluation team of seasoned refs will be developed to help rate refs used within our league.  Rating will consist of; professional appearance, confidence level, professional attitude and behavior, and interaction with players, fans, site directors, etc.  Rudy talked with members from the State and they were not “especially warm” to the idea.  This will have to be done at our level.  To be developed and started at the U16 and U19 levels.
Open Issues:


Sue requested as much information as possible on team’s willingness to play extra days, Sundays, double headers, etc. to help in the scheduling process this season.  Information is due to her by the 12 of March.  Craig and Nan still need team commitments, fees, and rosters by March 10 as printed on the season overview.  

Bonds and fines will be discussed following the meeting.  Those clubs are; Fruitport, Sailors, North Muskegon, White Lake, and OV United.  

REMEMBER: If you play U6 and U8 divisions that are NOT registered with the League, they are not covered under MSYSA insurance even if they play on insured fields.  Clubs will be responsible for this on their own.  Please remember to give Nan an updated list of fields you practice/play on for insurance purposes.  


Fruitport will be hosting a 3 on 3 Tournament on November 1 and 2.


Attendance Fines will be issued this month to the 8 clubs who have fines.  This will need to be taken care of in order to play this season.  Fines can be included with your information to Craig.  Fines can be avoided by regularly attending the monthly meetings or when you can’t attend, find a replacement or call Steve or Rudy for an excused absence.


Be aware of concerns on concessions.  Health inspectors can visit and fine clubs who do not have a permit.  May need to look at a “league permit” that would cover all clubs.


Guest from Holton was introduced and requested information to join the league this Fall.  Both Fremont and Laketon offered to meet with her following the meeting.
