By-Laws
The revised By-Laws are scheduled to be finalized prior to our first game of the season.  Some changes to note include;

· Forfeits during the season will result in a $100.00 fine, payment of league set ref fees to the hosting club, and forfeit in the season tournaments.  This will be looked at on case by case bases.  Best effort to resolve conflicts should be handled in the first 2 weeks of the conflict.
